10.1  Antelope School Principal Report
Tomorrow is the first day of school.  Our enrollment numbers are about the same as where we ended last school year.  There is an interdistrict waiting list for all grades.  

Currently there are 57 kindergarteners the class numbers are: 29 and 28—currently evaluating the situation.  The fifth grade classes are both at 31 and the fourth/fifth combo is at 30. 

Today was also a district wide staff development day.  Teachers from Lessen View, Jackson Heights, Metteer, and staff members from SERRF attended. We will also have staff monitoring the parking lot as well the younger siblings to allow parents of multiply grades to come to the later pick up time.  SERRF also will be opening another class to accommodate the increase number of students on their waiting list.
